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PROGRAMMING PROCESS 
 
  

 
MIDDLE SCHOOL  
 

Through the Counselors’ Group Guidance classes: 
1. Course offering catalogues will be distributed to all 8th grade students. 
2. Middle School counselors will explain the 9th grade program. 
3. Students will be provided with an overview of graduation requirements, including information on 

how to achieve a Regents Diploma with Advanced Distinction. 
4. Counselors will meet individually with each student to discuss teacher recommendations and their 

tentative course selections. 
5. Students will bring home the course selection sheet for parent signature.  In June, a confirmation of 

course selections will be mailed home by the high school staff. Parents will be informed in writing 
about evening meetings to assist in the transition, including Parent Academy at the middle school 
and an 8 into 9 orientation meeting at the high school .  Information regarding the student orientation 
at the end of August will be shared by the high school staff at the 8 into 9 meeting. 

 
In addition to the steps above to develop an appropriate program for the student, the following will also 
take place:

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WEIGHTING OF GRADES 
 
In October 1989, the Oceanside Board of Education approved a policy for the weighting of grades 
that affects the cumulative average of high school graduates.  It also affects the selection of 
valedictorian and salutatorian. Those courses listed as College Level (COL) and Advanced 
Placement (AP) receive the greatest weight, Honors (H) courses less weight, and Regents (R) course 
level weight less. Weights, assigned to each course except letter grade courses, are as follows: 
 

Regents courses....................................1.02 
Honor courses ......................................1.08 
College/Advanced Placement courses  1.10 

 
 

In calculating the cumulative weighted average, the designated weights are added to each subject 
but visible only in the cumulative weighted average, not in each subject.

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ENGLISH                                                                                    Credit 1 

English 9 Regents                              
Course #1111 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9 
Pre-requisite: Department Recommendation 
 
This course is a comprehensive study of language through the integration of a wide variety 
of short stories, novels, poetry and language structure, centered on the theme of “Journeys.” 
It is designed to provide a variety of activities which will enhance the reading, writing, 
speaking and listening skills of high school freshmen. Upon completion of the year's study, 
the students’ reading, writing and thinking skills will enable them to express and exchange 
ideas effectively, showing a deeper understanding of human nature by comparing personal 
experiences with the experiences of others, including those fictional characters studied.  
Conferencing in writing is an integral part of the course. 

English 9 Honors                                                                                        Credit 1 
Course #1116 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9 
Pre-requisite: Department Recommendation 
 
Honors level students will have the opportunity to pursue an 
enriched course of study encompassing a broad selection of 
British, American and world literature.  Readings will be taken 
from such diverse genres as plays, novels, poetry and short 
stories, with the goal of widening students’ cultural literacy and 
deepening their appreciation of the writer's art.  In addition, 
students will be introduced to Shakespeare by studying Romeo 
and Juliet.  They will refine their writing skills and sharpen their 
critical thinking both in class and in the writing conference. 

Readings in World Literature 9 Non-Credit 
Course #1102 
Semester Offered: Full Year - Every Other Day 
Open to: 9 
Pre-requisite: Department Recommendation 
 
This course supplements the instruction and materials in English 9 and focuses on the 
development of critical reading and thinking skills and identification of literary elements in 
various types of literature.  Students will work on activities that address the rigor of the 
commencement level English Language Arts Standards.  The grade achieved in this course 
is averaged into the grade for English 9 each quarter. 
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Remedial Reading 9 Non-Credit 
Course #1101 
 
 
Semester Offered: Meets every day 
Open to:  9 
Pre-requisite:  Department recommendation 
 
This course provides students with a solid foundation in decoding skills using phoneme 
segmentation.  It also includes instruction in vocabulary development, fluency, oral 
expression and comprehension. The grade achieved in this course is averaged into the grade 
for English 9 each quarter. 
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SOCIAL STUDIES 

Global History and Geography 1                Credit 1 
Course #2111 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9 
Pre-requisite:  None 
 
This is a course that deals with the study of global history beginning with the dawn of 
civilization and ending with the French Revolution. Students will be required to focus on 
all five New York State Social Studies Standards and common themes across time and 
space throughout global history.  The ninth grade course of study will be divided into four 
historical eras: The Ancient World, Expanding Zones of Exchange, Global Interaction and 
the First Global Age.  
 
This course is accompanied by a conference period, which meets on an alternate day basis.  
During the conference period, students will meet with their social studies teachers. As a 
result of participation in the conference period, all students will experience transition 
activities, a thorough immersion in the writing process, a small group environment, a 
learning environment that promotes metacognition (reflecting on themselves as learners and 
the learning process), and integrated and subject specific projects and activities that 
promote writing, reading, speaking, listening, study skills, research, and the various uses of 
media. 
 

Global History and Geography 1 Honors             Credit: 1 

Course #2116 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9 
Pre-requisite: Teacher or Department Recommendation 
 
The purpose of the Global History and Geography 1 Honors course is to develop greater 
understanding of the evolution of global processes and contacts, in interaction with different 
types of human societies. This understanding is advanced through a combination of selective 
factual knowledge and appropriate analytical skills. The course highlights the nature of 
changes in international frameworks and their causes and consequences, as well as 
comparisons among major societies. The course emphasizes relevant factual knowledge 
deployed in conjunction with leading interpretive issues and types of historical evidence. The 
course builds on an understanding of cultural, institutional, and technological precedents that, 
along with geography, set the human stage. Periodization, explicitly discussed, forms an 
organizing principle for dealing with change and continuity throughout the course. Specific 
themes provide further organization to the course, along with the consistent attention to 
contacts among societies that form the core of world history as a field of study. The Global 
History and Geography 1 Honors course is the first part of a two year course of study that 
covers human origins to 1450 C.E. This course is suggested but not a prerequisite for the 
World History – Advanced Placement course in 10th grade. 
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This course is accompanied by a conference period, which meets on an alternate day basis.  
During the conference period, students will meet with their social studies teachers. As a result 
of participation in the conference period, all students will experience transition activities, a 
thorough immersion in the writing process, a small group environment, a learning 
environment that promotes metacognition (reflecting on themselves as learners and the 
learning process), and integrated and subject specific projects and activities that promote 
writing, reading, speaking, listening, study skills, research, and the various uses of media. 
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 MATHEMATICS  
 
The New York State Education Department and the Board of Regents have 
instituted new assessments and graduation requirements in mathematics for all 
students. Passing the Math A Regents Exam or the Integrated Algebra Regents and 
earning three course credits in mathematics are requirements for graduation for all 
students.  Students who pass the Math B Regents will be eligible for an Advanced 
Regents diploma.  Students who pass the Integrated Algebra Regents, the Geometry 
Regents and the Algebra 2 and Trigonometry will be eligible for an Advanced Regents 
Diploma. 
 

Math 1 – Integrated Algebra                                                                                 Credit 1 
Course #3121 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9-12 
Pre-requisite: Teacher recommendation (8th grade) 
 
This course is a one- year course in which students will have an opportunity to master the 
basic skills of elementary algebra. Students will solve practical problems and further their 
experiences with communicating mathematical ideas.  Some of the topics that are covered in 
this course include: solving linear and quadratic equations, numerical and graphical 
solutions to equations and problems, trigonometry, area and volume, probability and 
statistics.  Math Lab will be given to students who need extra support.  Math lab class meets 
every other day.  Students will be prepared to take the Integrated Algebra Regents exam in 
June. 
 
Math 2 –  Geometry                                                                                               Credit 1 
Course #3221                                                                                            
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to 9-12 
Pre-requisite: Passing Math 1 and passing the Integrated Algebra Regents 
 
This course is a one – year course where students will study geometric reasoning.  Students 
will  learn how to write out formal proofs, paragraph proofs and coordinate geometry proofs.  
Topics such as constructions, locus and three dimensional geometry will also be explored.  
Math Lab will be given to students who need extra support.  Students will be prepared to take 
the Geometry Regents in June.  
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SCIENCE 

Biology:  The Living Environment                                                                       Credit 1 
Course #4111/Lab#4121 
                                                                               
Semester Offered: Full Year                                       
Open to: 9 - 12 
Pre-requisite: General Science 8 
 
This course is required for graduation for all students. It is based upon the New York State 
Learning Standards.  Students will use mathematical analysis, scientific inquiry and 
engineering design, when appropriate, to study the living environment. Key ideas include: 
living things have similarities and differences from each other and the nonliving 
environment upon which they depend; genetic information, which allows all organisms to 
exist in a dynamic equilibrium, is passed on from parents to offspring during reproduction; 
species and organisms change over time; humans have had and continue to have, a 
profound impact on the environment.   This course is accompanied by a lab, which meets 
every other day.  Students are required by NYS to complete a minimum number of lab 
activities to be eligible to sit for the Regents exam. 
 

Biology: Living Environment Skills                         Non-Credit 
Course # 4102 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year—every other day 
Open to: 9 
Pre-requisite: Department Recommendation 
 
 
This course, supplementary to the regular Living Environment Regents course, will provide 
intense support for students deemed in need.  It will continue the building and 
reinforcement of skills necessary for success on the Living Environment Regents 
examination.  Appropriate instruction in reading, writing, lab skills and content areas will 
be aligned with the regularly scheduled Living Environment class.  The course will be 
scheduled to meet every other day. The grade achieved in this course will be averaged into 
the grade for the Living Environment Regents course each quarter. This course is 
mandatory when a student is recommended for academic intervention services. 
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Earth Science - The Physical Setting  Credit 1 
Course #4211/Lab #4221 

Semester Offered: Full Year   
Open to: 10-12 
Pre-requisite:  Living Environment Regents 
 
This course is based upon the New York State Learning Standards. Students 
will use mathematical analysis, scientific inquiry and engineering design to 
study the earth sciences.  Key ideas include: the earth and celestial 
phenomena can be described by principles of relative motion and 
perspective; many of the phenomena that we observe on Earth involve interactions among 
components of air, water and land; and matter is made up of particles whose properties 
determine the observable characteristics of matter and its reactivity.  This course is 
accompanied by a lab, which meets every other day.  Students are required by NYS to 
complete a minimum number of lab activities to be eligible to sit for the Regents exam. 

 

Earth Science - The Physical Setting Honors                    Credit 1 
Course #4214/Lab #4224 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9-11 
Pre-requisite: Biology-Final Grade 90 or Higher and Teacher Recommendation 
 
This is an enriched Earth Science course for students who have demonstrated exceptional 
ability in Biology.  This course is accompanied by a lab, which meets every other day.  
Students are required by NYS to complete a minimum number of lab activities to be 
eligible to sit for the Regents exam. 
 
Chemistry Grade 9 Honors Credit 1 
Course #4315/Lab #4325 
Semester Offered:  Full Year 
Open to:  9 
Pre-requisite:  Living Environment Regents 
Co-requisite:  Enrollment in 9th grade Science Research--Foundations 
 
This honors chemistry course is open only to ninth grade students who are scheduled for 
both the science research program and who have demonstrated exceptional ability in both 
the Living Environment regents program and mathematics in eighth grade. Students study 
chemistry topics in-depth and conduct laboratory exercises which test their conceptual 
understanding. The lab meets every other day. Students are required by NYS to complete a 
minimum number of lab activities to sit for the Regent’s exam. 
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Science Research–Foundations Honors           Credit ½ 
Course #4711                                                              
Semester Offered: Full Year – Every Other Day 
Open to: 9 
Pre-requisite: Middle School science research teacher recommendation,  or 8th grade biology 
teacher recommendation. 
 
Ninth grade students will attend a seminar class every other day during which they will 
explore the research process and techniques in depth.  Students will learn how to collect, 
process, organize and graph data using Microsoft Excel, PowerPoint, and other programs. 
These skills will then be incorporated into their group and individual projects.  All students 
will present their work at the Annual Science Research Symposium.  Grading follows a 
specific rubric, which requires timely production of several high quality written products 
and oral presentations. 
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WORLD LANGUAGES  
 
The ability to communicate in a language other than English is a unique opportunity to gain 
access to other people and cultures in our increasingly interdependent world. The World 
Languages (LOTE) program at Oceanside High School prepares students to acquire cross-
cultural understandings and the skills necessary for effective communication with others.  
The program is designed to simultaneously meet the needs of college-bound students, those 
students entering the workplace, and those students who are interested in diverse cultures.

Emphasis on grammatical structure at this 
level will aid students in expanding and improving their skills in listening, speaking, 
reading, and writing. A school exam that mirrors the NYS Comprehensive Regents exam 
will be administered at the end of the school year. Students will take the Spanish Regents 
Exam the following year, at the end of level 3. 
 
Spanish 3           
                              Credit 1 
Course #5112 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9-12 
Pre-requisite: Successful completion of HS Spanish 2 or MS Spanish 8 
 
In this course, students will continue to develop and refine the communicative skills of 
levels 1 and 2. This course uses an integrated approach to language learning, from the 
introduction of new material through reinforcement, evaluation, and review. Its 
presentations, exercises, and activities are designed to span all four-language skills while 
developing realistic, up-to-date awareness and understanding of the target language culture. 
Successful completion of this course and a passing grade on the Comprehensive Regents 
Exam will satisfy the core requirements in LOTE for the Advanced Regents Diploma.

Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9-12 
Prerequisite: Teacher Recommendation  
 
This level 3 Spanish course is designed for students who already possess a certain degree of 
native fluency in Spanish.  Students will take the Regents Exam in January.  More advanced 
topics will be covered from February to June.

Music Technology/Composition in the Classroom                 Credit 1 
Course #7111

Open to: 9-12

This course includes experiences in composition, music fundamentals, “hands-on” projects, 
using the computer music lab, music keyboards; as well as Finale and Apple software.  In 
addition, this course meets the state education requirements for one unit of credit in art and/or 
music. 

Instrumental/Vocal Music Program Credit 1 or Credit  1/2-Marching Band Only 
Semester Offered: Full Year                            
Open to: 9-12 
Pre-requisite: Prior performance experience in the area of anticipated enrollment AND 
department recommendation (and/or audition for new entrants) 

Orchestra Program – Strings 

The string program at the high school consists of three performance areas.  All students will 
be placed in either the *String Ensemble, *Concert Orchestra, or *Symphonic Orchestra, 
based upon teacher recommendation prior to placement.  The current needs of the ensemble, 
with respect to class size and proper balance of voice parts within the organization, will be 
additional criteria for student placement. 
 
String Ensemble* Course #7131 is an organization consisting of student musicians starting 
in grade 9 who will rehearse and perform music of a moderate level of difficulty.  This course 
has been designed to prepare students for participation in either Concert or Symphonic 
Orchestra. 

Concert Orchestra* Course #7141 is an organization made up of student musicians who will 
perform music of a moderate to intermediate level of difficulty.  This course has been 
designed to prepare students for continued participation in Concert or Symphonic Orchestra. 

Symphonic Orchestra*  Course #7151 is a select group of advanced student musicians who 
perform at the highest level of achievement.  (Students may qualify for this group only by 
recommendation). 

All of these performing groups require practice at home on a regular basis, attendance at 
lessons/sectionals and all scheduled concerts, events, and rehearsals outside the school day.  
This is outlined in the High School Music Handbook. 

In addition, only those students registered for this course for a full year are eligible for 
recommendations, selection and participation in co-curricular school music organizations or 
the All-County, All-State, and Long Island String Festival Orchestras. 
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Band Program - Winds and Percussion 
 
The Band program at the high school consists of three performance areas.  All students will 
be placed in either the *Band Ensemble, *Concert Band, or *Symphonic Band based 
upon teacher recommendation prior to placement.  The current needs of the ensemble, with 
respect to class size and proper balance of voice parts within the organization, will be 
additional criteria for student placement. 
 
Band Ensemble* Course #7132 is an organization consisting of student musicians starting 
in grade 9 who will rehearse and perform music of a moderate level of difficulty.  This 
course has been designed to prepare students for participation in either Concert or 
Symphonic Band. 
 
Concert Band* Course #7142 is an organization made up of student musicians who will 
perform music of a moderate to intermediate level of difficulty.  This course has been 
designed to prepare students for continued participation in Concert or Symphonic Band. 
 
Symphonic Band* Course #7152 is a select group of advanced student musicians who 
perform at the highest level of achievement.  (Students may qualify for this group only by 
recommendation). 
 
All of these performing groups require practice at home on a regular basis, attendance at 
lessons/sectionals and all scheduled concerts, events, and rehearsals outside the school day.  
This is outlined in the High School Music Handbook. 
 
In addition, only those students registered for this course for a full year are eligible for 
recommendations, selection and participation in co-curricular school music organizations or 
the All-County, All County New York State Honors Band and All-State Bands/    
Orchestras/Jazz Bands. 
 
Lastly, students in any of these bands are eligible to participate in our competitive 
Marching Band* Course #7171 during the fall season for a 1/2 credit.  This unit is 
comprised of student instrumentalists and color guard members (flags) in grades 9-12.  It 
meets and rehearses several days a week during school, as well as after school and 
Saturdays during the fall season.  Each student will be required to attend one week of 
summer band camp in late August (dates to be announced), sectionals one evening per 
week, home football games, parades and all scheduled competitions and rehearsals. 
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Vocal Program - Voice 
 
The vocal program at the high school consists of three performance areas.  All students will 
be placed in either the *Vocal Ensemble, *Concert Chorus, or *Symphonic Choir based 
upon teacher recommendation prior to placement.  The current needs of the ensemble, with 
respect to class size and proper balance of voice parts within the organization, will be 
additional criteria for student placement. 
 
Vocal Ensemble*  Course #7133    is an organization consisting of student musicians 
starting in grade 9 who will rehearse and perform music of a moderate level of difficulty.  
This course has been designed to prepare students for participation in either Concert or 
Symphonic Choir. 
 
Concert Chorus*  Course #7143 is an organization made up of student musicians who will 
perform music of a moderate to intermediate level of difficulty.  This course has been 
designed to prepare students for continued participation in Concert or Symphonic Choir. 
 
Symphonic Choir*  Course #7153 is a select group of advanced student musicians who 
perform at the highest level of achievement.  (Students may qualify for this group only by 
recommendation). 
 
All of these performing groups require practice at home on a regular basis, attendance at 
lessons/sectionals and all scheduled concerts, events, and rehearsals outside the school day.  
This is outlined in the High School Music Handbook. 
 
In addition, only those students registered for this course for a full year are eligible for 
recommendations, selection, and participation in co-curricular school music organizations 
or the All-County and All-State Choruses. 
 
 
 

Music Theory 1                                               Credit 1 
Course #7121 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9-12 
Pre-requisite: None 
 
This course has been designed to develop a student's skills in music fundamentals, music 
notation, melodic dictation, music history, harmony, composition and rhythmic dictation, 
using the computer music lab that utilizes Finale software and music keyboards at each 
station.     
 
In addition, this class must be used as a component of the 5-year sequence when combined 
with Theory II, as a 5-year sequence. 
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Studio in Art                                                                                           Credit 1 
Course #7511 

Semester Offered: Full Year  
Open to:  9-12 
Pre-requisite: None 
 
This foundation course is a survey of elements of art, including painting, drawing, 
3D and art history.  It serves as the pre-requisite for all other art courses and 
meets the Regents requirement.  In addition, this course meets the state education 
requirements for one unit of credit in art and/or music. 
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SPECIAL EDUCATION  

Freshman English Regents Credit 1 
Course #8111/1113 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9 
Pre-requisite: CSE Recommendation 
 
This course is a comprehensive study of language through integration of a wide variety of 
short stories, novels, and poetry and language structure, centered on the theme of 
“Journeys.” It is designed to provide a variety of activities, which will enhance the reading, 
writing, speaking and listening skills of high school freshmen. Upon completion of this 
year’s study, students’ reading, writing and thinking skills will enable them to express and 
exchange ideas effectively, showing a deeper understanding of human nature by comparing 
personal experiences with the experiences of others, including those fictional characters 
studied. 
 
Integrated Algebra 1 Credit: 1 
Course # 8321/3123 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9, 10, 11 
Pre-requisite: Teacher Recommendation and CSE Recommendation 

This course is a one year course in which students will have the opportunity to master the 
basic skills of elementary algebra.   Students will solve practical problems and further their 
experiences with communicating mathematical ideas.  Some of the topics that are covered in 
this course include: solving linear and quadratic equations, numerical and graphical 
solutions to equations and problems, trigonometry, area and volume, probability and 
statistics.  The New York State Regents Exam in Integrated Algebra will be given in June. 
 
Integrated Algebra 1A                                                  Credit: 1 
Course # 8311 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9 
Pre-requisite: Teacher Recommendation (8th grade) and CSE Recommendation 
 
This course will provide students with the opportunity to master basic skills of elementary 
algebra. The following topics are included in this course:  solving linear equations, solving 
linear inequalities, area and volume, percent, trigonometry and statistics. Students will take 
a school-prepared exam at the end of the course. The Integrated Algebra Regents will be 
given in June of the subsequent year. 
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Math 2 – Geometry                                                                             Credit 1 
Course #3223                                                                                            
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to 9-12 
Pre-requisite:  Math 1 
 
This course is a one – year course where students will study geometric reasoning.  Students 
will  learn how to write out formal proofs, paragraph proofs and coordinate geometry proofs.  
Topics such as constructions, locus and three dimensional geometry will also be explored.  
Math Lab will be given to students who need extra support.  Math Lab class meets every 
other day.  Students will be prepared to take the Geometry Regents in June. 
 

Biology: The Living Environment Credit 1 
Course #8411/4113  Lab #8412/4123 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9-12 
Pre-requisite:  General Science 8 and CSE Recommendation 
 
This course is required for graduation for all students. It is based upon the State Learning 
Standards. Students will use mathematical analysis, scientific inquiry and engineering 
design when appropriate, to study the living environment. Key ideas include: living things 
have similarities and differences from each other and the nonliving environment upon 
which they depend; genetic information, which allows all organisms to exist in a dynamic 
equilibrium, is passed on from parents to offspring during reproduction; species and 
organisms change over time; humans have had and continue to have, a profound impact on 
the environment. This course meets for a double period every other day. Students must 
complete a minimum number of lab activities to be eligible to sit for the required Regents 
exam given in June.  
 
 

Global History and Geography 1 Credit 1 
Course #8211/2113 
 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9 
Pre-requisite:  CSE Recommendation 
 
This is a course that deals with the study of global history beginning with the dawn of 
civilization and ending with the French Revolution. Students will be required to focus on 
all five New York State Social Studies Standards and common themes across time and 
space throughout global history. The ninth grade course of study will be divided into four 
historical eras: The Ancient World, Expanding Zones of Exchange, Global Interaction and 
the First Global Age.  
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Occupational Foundational Skills  Credit 1 
Course #8511 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9-12 
Pre-requisite: CSE Recommendation 
 
This course will cover the skills necessary for exhibiting appropriate work habits and 
behaviors to include: following directions, communication, observing regulations, effective 
scheduling employability skills, job teamwork and decision-making skills. 
 

Occupational Transition Skills  Credit 1 
Course #8512 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9-12 
Pre-requisite:  Course #8511 and CSE Recommendation 
 
This course enables the student to utilize skills taught in introduction to Occupational 
Foundation Skills, while transitioning into supervised employment within the school and 
community. 
 

Work Experience  Credit 1 
Course #8531 (per period) 
 
Semester Offered:  Full Year 
Open to:  9-12 
Pre-requisite:  CSE Recommendation  
 
This course provides part time supervised employment within the school or community. 
Work sites may include: libraries, school store, buildings and grounds, community-based 
service organizations, health care facilities, food service, and retail stores.  

English Related to Life Skills Credit 1 
Course #8101 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9-12 
Pre-requisite:  CSE Recommendation 
 
This course encompasses reading, writing, listening and speaking for information and 
understanding related to everyday living including topics such as: behavior, 
communication, cooking, grooming, self-awareness, community and workplace skills.

Pre-requisite:  CSE Recommendation 
 
This course allows students to relate mathematic concepts to their immediate environment 
as it pertains to daily skills. Skills and concepts include: time, money, calendar, temperature 
comparison and computation as well as personal information. 

Practical Life Skills Math Credit 1 
Course #8302 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9-12 
Pre-requisite:  CSE Recommendation 
 
This course provides an awareness and practical exploration of numbers and their uses in 
our daily life.  Scope includes use of computers, calculators, cash registers and other types 
of hand measurement tools. 
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Basic Math Credit 1 
Course #8303 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9-12 
Pre-requisite:  CSE Recommendation 
 
This course consists of practical concepts and math skills related to everyday living. The 
scope of the topics covered includes skills such as basic computation, budgeting, money 
and banking, and measurement. These skills are taught in the context of daily life events 
such as cooking, shopping and banking. 

Introduction to Life Skills Science Credit 1 
Course #8401 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9-12 
Pre-requisite:  CSE Recommendation 
 
This course will provide students with a general fund of information in basic science skills 
as related to nutrition, hygiene, good health and personal growth practices.   

Personal Growth Science Credit 1 
Course #8402 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9-12 
Pre-requisite:  CSE Recommendation 
 
This course provides information and practical application for students to:  demonstrate 
knowledge of physical fitness, nutrition and weight; exhibit proper grooming and hygiene; 
dress appropriately; demonstrating knowledge of common illnesses, prevention and 
treatment as well as practicing personal safety including basic first aid principles. 

Basic Science Credit 1 
Course #8403 
 
Semester Offered: Full Year 
Open to: 9-12 
Pre-requisite:  CSE Recommendation 
 
This course is designed to give students a general fund of information in health related 
areas. The scope of the topics covered includes study of nutrition, personal hygiene, and 
good health practices. The course will emphasize the practical and personal applications of 
class study in students’ daily lives.

Course # 9711 Grade 9        All Year Every other day 

Course # 9714 Grade 10-12 All Year Every other day 

Course # 9712 Grade 10-12 All Year Every other day 
 
Pre-requisite: None 
 
Health Education, a mandated course, is offered to 9th grade students.  Instruction is given 
in all eleven (11) conceptual areas as identified by the State Education Department.  
Emphasis is placed on emotional health, family life education, diseases and disorders 
including AIDS, alcohol, tobacco and other drug substances, and healthful life styles. Other 
conceptual areas that are covered are human growth and development, nutrition, 
environmental health, consumer health, safety, first aid and survival, and community 
health.  

ENGLISH AS A SECOND LANGUAGE  
English as a Second Language is a program mandated by Part 154 Regulations by the 
Commissioner of Education for students with limited English language proficiency.
